Theme: Progress and lessons learned from monitoring systems and biomass estimates for a better valorization of forests in the Congo Basin.

CONTEXT
Central African countries grouped under the Central African Forest Commission  (COMIFAC) are actively engaged in the current international negotiations that should lead to a new global climate regime. The 11th Conference of the Parties held in Montreal in 2005 was an important step in the negotiations with the recognition of the role of tropical forests in the fight against climate by the international community. The COMIFAC / ECCAS thereto prepared and submitted their positions (views) on issues under negotiation which include  avoided deforestation.

In accordance with the Bali Action Plan, pilot initiatives and projects have been initiated in the sub-region with the support of development partners in order to find answers to methodological concerns still pending concerning Reduction of Emissions from Deforestation and Forest degradation, Sustainable Management, Conservation and Enforcement of Caron stocks (REDD+). The 19th COP  in Warsaw offers the opportunity to COMIFAC to to show to other Parties efforts undertook in the sub-region aiming at finding these answers.

It is in this context that COMIFAC, with the support of JICA, Regional project on MNV and CIFOR, and will organize on the 12th November, 2013 on the margins of COP 19, with the support of Japanese Cooperation, the Regional Project MRV and CIFOR, and facilitated by the CBFP, a side event on "Progress and Lessons learned from monitoring systems and biomass estimates for a better valorization of forests in the Congo Basin. "
